 DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 

 The course textbook is Prentice Hall’s “Prentice Hall Literature: Language and 
 Literacy Grade Ten”. The novels that will be read are George Orwell’s “1984” and 
 J.D. Salinger’s “Catcher in the Rye” 

 Along with the novels, students will identify, discover, and take apart short 
 stories, informational texts, autobiographies, feature articles, newsletters, 
 biographies, short stories, essays, speeches, poems, memoirs, sources, plays, 
 myths, epics, and legends. 

 There will be two tests and two writing workshops (projects) per quarter. The 
 writing workshops (projects) will include an autobiographical narrative, 
 problem-and-solution essay, persuasive essay, descriptive essay, analytic 
 response to literature, reflective essay, research report, and a comparison and 
 contrast essay. 

 STUDENT EXPECTATIONS 



 -  Students are expected to bring the following materials to class each day: 
 -  Accordion binder with agenda inside 
 -  Pencil Case (w/ pencil, pen, eraser) 
 -  Any related handouts from teacher 
 -  Water bottle 
 -  Charged laptop or tablet 
 -  Headphones

 *A numbered copy of a textbook and book will be lent to you. Write your name 
 in it. When you return it, if it is not in usable condition or missing its cover, your 
 family will be asked to replace the book. 

 -  Students are allowed to drink closed drink bottles in the classroom. Water 
 and sports drinks are preferred. Cans are not allowed in the classroom. 
 Food is also not allowed in the classroom. 

 -  Students will be allowed to listen to music in class for certain activities 
 with the teacher’s permission. Music must be played from a playlist, and 
 the songs must be free of lyrics (no lyrics music) 

 -  If a student is unable to complete work by the expected due date, the 
 grade will remain a 0 on Quickschools until the work is completed. The 
 student will have the entire Quarter to finish the work if still unfinished. At 
 the end of the Quarter, the grade will remain and be registered as a 0. 

 -  If a student will require a re-do on their test, please talk  with the teacher.
